1. Preface

In various situations, there are cases of people geting a fiight from a mistake that did not lead to an acident, but that
nearly avoided the oceurrence of some type of trouble, and such events are called “close eall incidents.” According to
principles derived from industrial aceident statistics. there are 29 small accidents in the shadow of every serious incident, as
well as an additional 300 close call incidents that are also concealed.

In order to ensure transport safety, in addition to safety inspections by the Ministry of Land, Infrastructure, Transport and
Tourism{MLIT) based on various business laws, the “Transpart Safety Management”

As a result, a system was cstablished that makes it obligatory to report (EOTETGE
aceidents and serious incidents (hercinafier “accidents, ctc.”) and problems

causing safety concems with aircrafl operation that did not lcad fo an accident, etc. in the fickd of aviation 1o the national
‘sovernment. Based on this, information related to salety issucs as well as investigations on the causc of accidens, cle. and
recurtence prevention measures have becn sharcd with parties involved in aviation and used for preventive safcty measures

On the other hand, cases of close call incidents on which reports to the national government arc not required have only
been utilized in the respeeti Faviation

Amidst these circumstances, VOluntary Information Contributory 1o Enhancement of the Safety (VOICES) was
commenced from July 2014 as an iniliative in which elose call incidents that do ot need Lo be reported Lo the national
government are collected and shared among other businesses entitics and stake holders in order to confribule to safety
improvements. This system has been implemented based on the “State’s Civil Aviation Safety Programme™ formulated by
the MLIT, and, from the viewpoint of reporter protection, the system is managed and operated by  third-party organization
sclected through a public ofTering every fiscal year. The operations for FY2015 were led by the third-party organization
Association of Air Transport Engincering and Rescarch (ATEC).
